KNIT CORNER BOOK MARKER

(Finished size, about 3 3/8 inches wide at bottom, and 2% inches down from top
point to bottom center.)

Materials: We used a light
weight sport weight cotton,
(or use baby yarn) about
11 yards, and 1 pr. US # 5
needles.

Gauge: 11 stitches = 2
inches and 7 rows = 1 inch

Directions: Cast on 24
stitches. Row 1: K 2 tog 3
times, then, YO K1 over
next 3 stitches, K 2 tog 3
times, then YO K1 over
next 3 stitches, K 2 tog 3
times. (21 Sts)

Row 2: Purl across.

Row 3: K 2 tog, twice, YO
K1 3 times, K 2 tog 3
times, YO K1 3 times, then
K 2 tog, and K last 3 sts tog. (19 sts)

Row 4: Purl across

Row 5: K 1, K 2 tog, K across to last 3 stitches, K 2 tog, K 1.

Row 6: Purl across.

Repeat rows 5 and 6 until 5 stitches remain, ending on the knit side row.
Next row: P 2 tog, P 1, P 2 tog. Next row: K 3 tog, and fasten off.

Make another piece in same manner.

Sew side seams tog, up to top point. Weave in yarn ends. Leave scalloped edge
open.
